Rules and Regulations

Parade line-up area: Carter Avenue from 16th to 19th including 16th, 17th, 18th, & 19th, from Winchester Avenue to Central Avenue. Line-up will begin at 5 p.m., November 22nd.   No vehicles will be admitted to the line-up area after 6:15 p.m.  The parade will start promptly at 6:50 p.m. so it will be on Winchester Avenue at 7 p.m. 
1. Because of safety and viewing enjoyment, all floats must be pulled by a car, pick-up truck or farm tractor. Absolutely NO semi-trucks or vehicles of similar size.
2. All floats must be less than 13 feet in height.
3. All units must be decorated in a Christmas like manner.  Any unit not decorated will not be allowed in the parade.

4. A three-car limit on ALL car clubs.

5. All animals must be diapered or have someone walking behind to clean-up. NO EXCEPTIONS!
6. After a vehicle has entered the line-up area, the driver must stay with the vehicle at all times.

7. Throwing candy or any other objects into the crowd is NOT PERMITTED (it is UNLAWFUL). However, someone walking the parade route may pass out candy.

8. Because of health and ear threshold pain, it is UNLAWFUL to use sirens or air horns.
9. Use of emergency lights is permitted.

10. Children under the age of 18 riding in the back of trucks and on floats must have adequate adult supervision.  NO ONE IS ALLOWED TO DISEMBARK THE FLOAT/TRUCK UNLESS THE VEHICLE IS AT A COMPLETE STOP.

11. Any group performing must perform as the parade moves and play only Christmas music. Please move steadily, with no gaps.  Do not stop and perform.  Bands Only:  pause and perform briefly at the reviewing stand on 16th & Winchester Avenue and then continue the route.

12. No vehicles will be allowed in the line-up area unless that vehicle is in the parade and decorated accordingly.  Only one vehicle per unit will be allowed in the line-up (unless already registered). NO LATE ADDITIONS!

13. All float riders, walkers & participants will only be allowed in the line-up area on foot. Parents, drivers, etc. will not be allowed to drive participants to their position. (This is strictly ENFORCED)
14. The ONLY Mr. or Mrs. Santa Claus in the parade will be the Winter Wonderland of Lights Mr. and Mrs. Santa Claus that close the parade; all others will be removed.
15. NO STREET VENDORS ARE ALLOWED.

16. All drivers of any motorized vehicle participating in the parade MUST have a valid driver’s license.

17. Operators of trucks, cars, motorcycles and other motorized vehicles must comply to Kentucky Revised Statute 189.290 that states: The operator of any vehicle upon a highway shall operate in a careful manner, with regard for the safety and convenience of pedestrians and other vehicles upon the highway. VIOLATORS WILL BE CITED INTO BOYD DISTRICT COURT.  Driving a vehicle in the parade does not give immunity from this statute.
